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The Apartheid Laws

What is apartheid?

• In the year _________ the __________________ Party, led by Dr Daniel __________________, won the General Election and promised to introduce Apartheid (separation) into South Africa. 

• Discrimination occurred at two levels:

▪ __________________ Apartheid, which established separate racial homelands and areas across the country.

▪ '__________________ Apartheid' which segregated public facilities in those territories (e.g. transport, schools).

Note: Many of these apartheid laws have their roots in the segregationary legislation of the pre-war period. However, these laws were distinctive in THREE ways. Namely, they were:

	Grand Apartheid
	Focus on separating whites and non-whites into separate territories

	1950, 1952
	The Population Registration Act

(and later amendments)
	• Required that every person be classified within a hierarchy specified as white, colored, Asian or __________________ (black African). 

• The political, civil, economic and social rights available to each group decreased according to their race. 

• Only whites could vote. 

• Bizarre tests were used to determine race – including examining the colour of peoples’ __________________  and putting a pencil in the __________________  to see if it fell out or not!

	The Group Areas Act
	• Declared the major urban centers to be ‘whites only’ and enabled the government to forcibly remove non-whites to outlying areas and commute to work instead.

▪ Blacks had no property rights in the White areas, and could only live there with state permission (see the Pass Laws, below).
• In an attempt to clean out “__________________ Spots” 3.5 million people were forced to leave their homes under this act between 1951 and 1986, especially in the regions around Johannesburg (e.g. __________________, forcibly cleared in 1955) where they found work as miners. 

	1950, 1951
	The Bantu Self-Government / 
Authorities Acts
	• Formally divided South Africa up into territories where the different race groups had to live. The areas designated for the Blacks were called __________________ (sometimes called “__________________ homelands”) based on 10 tribal groupings. 

• Blacks ended up with only given 14% of the land, even though they made up over __________________ % of the population.
• Instead, non-whites only had the right to vote for the puppet governments in their territory. 


	
	Petty Apartheid
	Focus on separation of whites and non-whites WITHIN urban areas

	Preventing fraternisation between whites and non-whites

	1949-1950
	The Prohibition of Mixed Marriages / Immorality Acts 
	• Criminalised marriages and sexual relations between whites and the other racial groups. 

• Between 1950 and 1985 there were more than 24,000 prosecutions for ‘unlawful __________________ intercourse’. 

• The police would break into houses to catch racially mixed couples having sex. 

• Underwear was used as forensic evidence in court.

• Most couples found guilty were sent to jail. Blacks were usually given harsher sentences than whites.

• One of the first people convicted of the immorality act was a Cape Dutch Reformed minister, who was caught having sex with a domestic worker in his garage.

	The _____________Amenities Act
	• Enforced the segregation of all public facilities. 

• The main aim was to eliminate any and all contact between white people and other races. 

• Signs were erected indicating areas that were for “Europeans Only” or “Non-Europeans Only”. 

• The Act also stated that facilities provided for the different races need not be __________________, with the result that the white areas were always of a better standard and more convenient than for the other races.

	Controlling Protest, inc. limiting education

	1952
	The Pass Laws
	• Made it compulsory for blacks over the age of __________________ to carry a pass book (“__________________”) at all times when working in whites-only areas.
• Failure to produce a pass for police inspection would lead to arrest and imprisonment. 
• Each year, over __________________ blacks were arrested for technical offenses under the Pass Laws. They became the most despised symbol of apartheid. 

	1953
	Public Safety Act
	• Empowered the government to declare states of emergency and increased penalties for protestors. The penalties included fines, imprisonment and whippings. 

• The government could back-date a state of __________________ to protect the police if they acted violently.

• In 1960, a large group of blacks in __________________ refused to carry their passes; the government declared a state of emergency. The emergency lasted for 156 days, leaving __________________  people dead and 187 people wounded.

	The _____________Education Act
	• Provided an inferior and separate education for black children and youth. 

• Its objective was to direct young black people into lower level jobs. 

• H.F. __________________, they key architect of apartheid, said that “The Natives will be taught from childhood to realise that equality with __________________ is not for them. There is no place for the Bantu child above the level of certain forms of labour.” 
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
