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Can rainforests be managed more sustainably? 
Key learning to be demonstrated: 
· The processes that operate within the rainforest ecosystem (climate, vegetation, animals etc)
· Recognise the key ecosystem services provided by the rainforest ecosystem- how do these have an impact on different places (global and local)
· Understand the impact and effect of human activity on the rainforest ecosystem-who has the power and how is the human activity impacting different groups? 
· What are the possibilities for sustainable management of rainforests for the future? 
You have a choice of how you will show your understanding of your learning
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Newspaper article 
Write a newspaper report which highlights the impacts of rainforest deforestation and outlines different sustainable approaches to their management.
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Letter to the president of Brazil 
Write a letter to the President of Brazil to explain why you think it is important that he takes a more sustainable approach to rainforest management. 
The president’s name is Jair Bolsonaro
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A TV Documentary report 

Produce a video for a wide audience which explains the importance of the rainforest and outlines different approaches to sustainable development. 
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Your own choice of method to demonstrate your learning and understanding 


A checklist of what you should include in your assessment:

· A heading for your article, communicating what the issue is about
· Outline the reasons why rainforests are so valuable (environmentally, economically and socially)- link to the characteristics of the rainforest
· Outline what the rainforest is used for (including sustainable and unsustainable activities)
· Explain what the consequences of deforestation are. Try to categorise the different types of consequences e.g. at the local, national and international level. You could also consider social, economic and environmental consequences.

· What are the different viewpoints about the issue e.g. tribal groups, conservation groups (e.g. Greenpeace), global governments, TNCs (transnational companies)?

· What are the ways in which rainforests could be managed more sustainably for the future?

· Conclude by summarising your estimations for the future of the world’s rainforests
· Link to the sustainable development goals

· You recognise that human actions, including your own, may have unintended environmental consequences.


Writing to inform and explain

· Start with a headline - this tells in an interesting, engaging way what it is mainly about
· Include captions under photos to create more reader interest

· Use images that work to catch the eye as well as support the story

· Provide information split into paragraphs (which are often quite short)

· Use quotations from involved parties and experts

· Includes key facts and figures

· Offer lots of specific details about its topic
