	Eastern Woodlands Indians

 Fairly flat lands that are good for farming. High rainfall. Forests

	Northwest Indians

Mainly coastal with high rainfall and a mild climate.

	California and Mid-mountain Indians

Fertile coastline divided from the rest of America by mountain ranges and deserts.


	Far North Indians

Harsh climate. Very cold.

	Southwest Indians

Mountainous with some areas of desert and some prairie grassland. Low rainfall.

	Plains Indians

Largely flat with a mixture of plains and prairie grassland. Low rainfall.

	These Indians were farmers growing maize, beans and courgettes. They also fished in the sea, rivers and lakes. They were helpful to the first white settlers. 

The main tribes were – Cherokee, Mohawk, Mohican.
	They had plenty of food. The sea provided fish, seals and whales, with animals, nuts and berries from forest. They lived in wooden houses and carved magnificent totem poles.

The main tribes were – Chinook, Tinglit, Nootka.



	Indians living near the coast fished in the sea and hunted small animals. Those Indians living between the mountains found it more difficult to find food. Few crops grew and they often had to eat snakes and rats.

The main tribes were – Nez Perce, Shoshin and Chumas.


	These Indians followed and hunted the elk, moose and caribous. Through the long winters they walked on snowshoes. Their teepees were covered with bark or animal skins. 

The main tribes were – Cree, Chippewa, Ottawa.

	These Indians lived in large houses made of baked mud bricks, Whole villages could live in a single pueblo house. They made clay pots and beautiful silver jewellery. They grew crops near rivers.
The main tribes were – Apache, Navajo, Hopi, Zuni.
	Buffalo roamed the flat grassy plains and the Indians followed and hunted them. They ate the meat and used the skin and bones for their clothes, tools and homes. These Indians enjoyed fighting – they thought it was braver to touch an enemy and escape than kill. 
The main tribes were – Comanche, Sioux, Crow, Cheyenne, Pawnee.
