A PLAN FOR A PERMANENT SETTLEMENT AT BASE CAMP
You need to draw a plan of a permanent Everest Base Camp to show the facilities that you think will be required, together with the infrastructure (roads and communication links) needed for it to run smoothly and sustainably. 

Your plan will need:
1. Conventional ways of presenting a geographical sketch  such as a key, title, frame etc.
2. Annotations that describe the sustainable approaches used to manage the fragile environment.
3. A written description of the design including purpose and justification.
Success criteria: 
· LABELLING YOUR SKETCH - The annotations (short paragraphs about the feature your label line points to) need to describe the feature in detail and explain (give reasons) as to why it is so important. 

· INTRODUCING THE ISSUE - It would also be worthwhile to have an introductory paragraph at the top of your page stating what sustainability is.

· GIVING A CONCLUSION – A conclusion at the bottom of your page stating how sustainable you think your village plan is and how you think it will protect the fragile Everest environment. You should also explain how your plan meets the needs of all people using Base Camp.
· SOURCING INFORMATION - As you look up information remember to make a note of the title, author, and date it was published and some notes about whether you think that your information is biased in anyway. Think about who produced it, the focus of the information and when it was produced. All these things can influence bias
· USE OF LANGUAGE - You will need to use descriptive, explanative and persuasive writing in your labels. Remember to use a lot of geographical vocabulary for nouns and verbs. Lots of adjectives will also make your writing more interesting. Make your writing flow well by using emphasis and logic connectives.
